According to the Commuter Rail Maintenance Facility Supplemental Environmental Assessment
to FasTracks Commuter Rail Corridors (FTA and RTD 2009), the facility would result in the
acquisition of approximately 3.39 acres of property and would not result in the relocation of any
businesses. The property acquisitions for the CRMF include a portion of the Owens Corning
property and small strips of BNSF Railway Company ROW. The remaining property located
within the Fox North Site would already be required by development of the shared alignment
from DUS to Pecos Street. Therefore, the CRMF location minimizes impacts to additional
properties that might be required in another location.

Table 3.3-7 presents the specific property acquisitions and business relocations associated with
the CRMF.

The CRMF would result in no indirect impacts associated with property acquisition except for job
creation, which is discussed in Section 3.2.2, Economics.

Construction of the buildings, parking areas, and other site plan elements would be confined to
the property acquired by RTD. However, temporary construction easements would be required
for elements of construction in public ROW. The extent of the easements cannot be estimated
until the project has been further designed.

Cumulative Impacts

The cumulative impacts for the Build Alternative would be similar to those discussed for the No
Action Alternative. Private property acquisition required for the Build Alternative would be
additive to the property required for the projects associated with the No Action Alternative. The
land needed for the Build Alternative and for the roadway improvement projects is minimal, as
compared to the land required to meet the needs of the 2030 population, as discussed under
the No Action Alternative. There would be a cumulative public ROW impact at some stations as
a result of the project and planned developments. For example, as development is
concentrated around stations, there may be the need for additional public infrastructure such as
parks and roadways to support this development.
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3.34 Mitigation

Minimizing the impacts associated with acquisition, displacement, and relocation has been
considered in the design of alternatives; in the elimination of alternatives not carried forward to
the EIS; is being considered in the selection of a Preferred Alternative; and will be considered in
final design. Under RTD policy and federal law, relocation benefits are provided for all eligible
businesses and residents (owner occupants and tenants) who are displaced by acquisition, as
discussed in Table 3.3-8. Property owners and tenants that could be impacted have been sent
notices about the project and informed of public meetings even if they did not sign up for project
communications. Additional focused outreach and notification efforts for some potentially
affected property owners and tenants were conducted at several stages of the project, including
hand-delivered fliers, specialized mailings, phone calls, e-mails, one on one meetings, and a
special Public Open House. These efforts will continue as the project advances. Further
coordination and relocation analyses will be undertaken as part of the FEIS.

e Relocation Assistance Advisory Service. Relocation assistance will include
determining the relocation needs and preferences of each business to be
displaced and explaining the relocation payments and other assistance for
which the business owner is eligible; providing current and continuing
information on the availability, purchase prices, and rental costs of comparable
replacement commercial properties; and providing information on other
programs administered by the Small Business Administration and other federal,
state, and local programs offering assistance to the displaced businesses.
Relocation assistance will also be provided to residential property owners.

e Relocation. The Uniform Act will provide numerous benefits to these
individuals to assist them both financially and with advisory services related to
relocation.

e Payments. The relocation payments provided to displaced persons will be
determined by federal eligibility guidelines.
