Detour  
 
 
Dear Mr. Gerstle, 

The United States Army Corps of Engineers (USACE), in coordination with the Regional 
Transportation District (RTD), is preparing an Environmental Evaluation (EE) for the 
proposed Northwest Rail commuter line (NWR).  As part of our ongoing coordination, 
we are submitting this letter to you as our primary contact for the project to inform you of 
potential impacts to park resources under the jurisdiction of Boulder County.  Potential 
impacts and mitigation measures are proposed for the Coal Creek Trail crossing located 
in the City of Louisville. An overview of the anticipated impacts and proposed mitigation 
measures is provided below. 

As part of the Preferred Alternative, a second railroad track would be constructed to 
provide both freight and commuter rail service adjacent to the existing Burlington 
Northern Santa Fe (BNSF) Railway Company between Denver Union Station and 
Longmont. The Coal Creek Trail currently passes under the BNSF railway where the rail 
line intersects with Coal Creek in the City of Louisville.  While the track is being placed, 
the existing Coal Creek Trail crossing would be temporarily closed to all users for 
approximately 2 to 4 weeks.  This temporary closure is necessary for the safety of trail 
users and construction workers.   

The project is currently in the environmental clearance stage and a formal start date for 
construction has not been set. This letter serves to gain Boulder County concurrence on 
the proposed temporary trail detour. We appreciate your assistance in coordinating the 
appropriate approvals for the proposed temporary trail detours.  This approval is 
requested for documentation in the EE document.  As construction grows closer, 
additional coordination will be completed to confirm final details of the temporary 
closure.  

During the construction of the additional track, the above-mentioned trail would be 
temporarily rerouted from its current location, and a temporary detour would be used.  
The proposed detour is presented in the attached Figure 1:  

Coal Creek Trail Crossing (Figure 1): 

• At Louisville Community Park, at the intersection of South 96th Street and Bella 
Vista Drive exit the trail, exit the trail.
