This responds to your letter of July 6, 2007 requesting concurtence with survey results under
the authority conferred to the U S Fish & Wildlife Service (Service) by the Endangered
Species Act of 1973 (ESA), as amended (16 U.S.C 1531 et seqg) The Service has teviewed
the “Ute ladies' tresses-orchid (Spiranthes diluvialis) and Colorado butterfly plant (Gaura
neomexicana ssp. Coloradensis) Survey; West Corridor”; Tefferson County, Colorado.

Based on the results of the survey, the Service agiees that the Ute ladies’-tresses orchid and
the Colorado butterfly plant are not likely to be present within the project corridor Therefore
they are not likely to be adversely affected.

Please note that this-clearance is valid for three years from the date of this letter Should
additional information regarding listed o1 proposed species become available, this
determination may be reconsidered under ESA . If the proposed project has not commenced

within three vears, please contact the Colorado Field Office to determine if another survey is
need prior to construction
